Catechetical​ ​Sunday 

Each​ ​year,​ ​the​ ​Catholic​ ​Church​ ​observes​ ​“Catechetical 

Sunday”–​ ​a​ ​day​ ​on​ ​which​ ​to​ ​celebrate​ ​and​ ​pray​ ​for​ ​the 

Church’s​ ​mission​ ​to​ ​teach​ ​the​ ​Gospel​ ​to​ ​all​ ​people.​ ​​ ​The​ ​theme 

chosen​ ​this​ ​year,​ ​is​ ​“Missionary​ ​Disciples​ ​in​ ​the​ ​Vineyard​ ​of 

the​ ​Lord”.​ ​Every​ ​Christian​ ​is​ ​a​ ​missionary​ ​to​ ​the​ ​extent​ ​that 

he​ ​or​ ​she​ ​has​ ​encountered​ ​the​ ​love​ ​of​ ​God​ ​in​ ​Christ​ ​Jesus:​ ​we 

no​ ​longer​ ​say​ ​that​ ​we​ ​are​ ​“disciples”​ ​and​ ​“missionaries”,​ ​but 

rather​ ​that​ ​we​ ​are​ ​always​ ​“missionary​ ​disciples”.

St.​ ​Paul​ ​offers​ ​a​ ​formula​ ​for​ ​living​ ​the​ ​way​ ​we​ ​are​ ​supposed​ ​to​ ​live​ ​as​ ​Christians​ ​in​ ​the​ ​Second​ ​Reading.​ ​Paul 

writes,​ ​“Do​ ​nothing​ ​out​ ​of​ ​selfishness​ ​or​ ​out​ ​of​ ​vainglory;​ ​rather,​ ​humbly​ ​regard​ ​others​ ​as​ ​more​ ​important 

than​ ​yourselves.”​ ​Doing​ ​that​ ​is​ ​a​ ​challenge​ ​for​ ​most​ ​all​ ​of​ ​us.​ ​Yet,​ ​that​ ​is​ ​one​ ​of​ ​the​ ​secrets​ ​to​ ​being​ ​a​ ​good 

steward​ ​and​ ​living​ ​as​ ​Christ​ ​wants​ ​us​ ​to​ ​live. 

To​ ​truly​ ​live​ ​that​ ​way​ ​requires​ ​a​ ​dramatic​ ​conversion.​ ​All​ ​of​ ​us​ ​know​ ​people​ ​who​ ​are​ ​so​ ​self-centered​ ​that​ ​they 

often​ ​are​ ​not​ ​even​ ​aware​ ​that​ ​they​ ​are​ ​totally​ ​unwilling​ ​to​ ​compromise​ ​or​ ​to​ ​even​ ​recognize​ ​the​ ​value​ ​of​ ​those 

around​ ​them.​ ​Achieving​ ​this​ ​kind​ ​of​ ​self-awareness,​ ​of​ ​what​ ​kind​ ​of​ ​a​ ​person​ ​we​ ​are,​ ​is​ ​a​ ​significant​ ​step​ ​on 

our​ ​faith​ ​and​ ​life​ ​journeys. 

Screenwriter​ ​and​ ​playwright​ ​William​ ​Nicholson​ ​once​ ​wrote,​ ​“God​ ​does​ ​not​ ​necessarily​ ​want​ ​us​ ​to​ ​be​ ​happy. 

He​ ​wants​ ​us​ ​to​ ​be​ ​lovable,​ ​worthy​ ​of​ ​love,​ ​able​ ​to​ ​be​ ​loved​ ​by​ ​Him.​ ​What​ ​makes​ ​people​ ​hard​ ​to​ ​love?​ ​It​ ​is 

called​ ​selfishness.​ ​Selfish​ ​people​ ​are​ ​hard​ ​to​ ​love,​ ​because​ ​so​ ​little​ ​love​ ​comes​ ​out​ ​of​ ​them.” 

That​ ​is​ ​our​ ​challenge,​ ​to​ ​love​ ​others​ ​in​ ​such​ ​a​ ​way​ ​that​ ​we​ ​become​ ​lovable​ ​as​ ​well.​ ​Christ​ ​told​ ​us​ ​over​ ​and​ ​over 

that​ ​the​ ​secret​ ​to​ ​being​ ​His​ ​disciple​ ​and​ ​the​ ​secret​ ​to​ ​being​ ​a​ ​good​ ​steward​ ​is​ ​to​ ​“Love​ ​your​ ​neighbor.”​ ​That​ ​is
